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Master’s Degree Final Exam Procedure


The oral examination administered by the Master’s Thesis reviewers, after they have approved the written work, is intended to examine the scientific knowledge acquired by the student who currently completes his/her Master's Degree in his/her work.
The chairperson of the Examination Committee shall verify that the forms with the evaluation scores from all the reviewers have indeed been forwarded to the secretary of the Theses Committee. The Chairman shall preside over the order of the examination.
Purpose of the exam
a. To examine the extent of the student's personal contribution to the research and the depth of his/her understanding.
b. To examine the student's knowledge of the research methods and issues related to his/her field of research.
c. To assess the student's scientific thinking skills.

Test Course
a. The exam will last between 60-90 minutes.
b. The exam will consist of two parts:
· Introduction of the research topic, by a 20/30-minute presentation.
· Questions and clarifications about the research and related topics in the student's field of expertise.
