1. The reference number shall be indicated in square brackets at the end of the sentence where the citation appeared, according to the reference list.

2. The sources will be numbered according to the order of the reference list in the proposal.

3. The list shall include only publications directly related to the subject that were either published or submitted for publication.

4. The list shall include the following information:
· Author/s name/s
· Article Name
· Journal Name
· Year
· Volume
· Pages (first and last)

6. Databases can only be cited in the Methods & Materials section.

7. Citing an article that has been submitted for publication but has not yet been published is unacceptable and can only be included as a footnote to the text. One may use bibliographic information management tools. Specific guidelines for the use of such tools are available on the website of the Life Sciences and Medicine Library.
