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Summary

The current study examines the tendency among Hebrew-speaking adults to remain
in Israel following the Iron Sword War (N=860). We reviewed three issues: (a) Most
participants reported a tendency to stay (December 2024). Nonetheless, 6.2% of
respondents reported that they do not tend to stay in Israel. (b) The tendency to remain
in Israel throughout the six repeated measurements during the war indicates that
throughout the war, the tendency to remain in Israel has decreased consistently and
significantly over time. (c) Throughout all six measurements, a significant difference
was noted between three population groups according to their level of support for the
government: government supporters report the highest tendency to remain in Israel,
compared to neutrals and compared to opponents of the government, who report the
lowest tendency to stay in Israel. The research report offers several explanations for
these results. (d) The most prominent predictors of the tendency to remain in Israel,
common to those aged 41 and over and those aged 40 and under, are the higher hope,
community resilience, and degree of religiosity, the more likely they are to remain in the

country, and vice versa.
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
