Rodentibacter heylii (Pasteurella pneumotropica Heyl) (1 out 5 positive, P-409-SPF).   

	Parasitology:  pathobinder filter pool samples were negative for fur mites (mites/ectoparasites) and 
pinworms (endoparasites).
Non-Pathogenic protozoa:  pathobinder filter pool samples were positive for:
Entamoeba (4 out 5 positive, P-409-SPF, P-407-SPF, P-307-SPF, P-2-SPF). 
Spironucleus muris (1 out 5 positive, P-407-SPF).
